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Office pareigiiny nuomone, buvo iliustratyvus vokiec¢iy manipuliacijy kamufliaziniu vals-
tybingumu, kuriuo pridengiama aneksija, pavyzdys. Galimybe svarstyti Lietuvos pripa-
zinimg uzsienio reikaly viceministras lordas Charlesas Hardinge’as 1918 m. pradzioje
atmeté motyvuodamas tuo, kad valstybinio darinio susiklirimas okupuotoje teritorijoje
yra naudingas i§imtinai Vokietijai'.

With reference to my dispatch No. 10 of 28™ ultimo, I have the honour to transmit
herewith a short report on the relations between Lithuania and Germany.
I have, etc.

HISTORICAL.

The German policy as regards Lithuania falls roughly into three periods. In no single
period however was that policy consistent, as it reflected the constant differences of opin-
ion between the Reichstag majority and the Higher Military Command'.

THE FIRST PERIOD. Lithuania to be a Germanised colony. This period embraces
the time when Germany never questioned her ability to make peace at her own terms.
During that period several plans were put forward as to what should constitute the Eastern
front of Germany. The line which was most firmly advocated was a boundary running

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almost due South from Riga. According to all these plans however, Lithuania was to be
annexed and, as a Germanised colony, form part of the German Empire. Towards the end
of the period, the Centrum party"® became less uncompromising as regards annexations
and they criticized severely the excesses of the military administration in Lithuania. As a
result, Prince Isenburg'®, the German Governor was forced to retire.

THE SECOND PERIOD. Lithuania to be independent but allied to Germany. This
period Dec[ember]. 1917 - Dec[ember]. 1918 covers the months when Germany was
no longer sure of ultimate victory and desired, therefore, to consolidate her position,
in the East. Germany first recognised the formation of Taryba and then recognised on
March 23rd 1918, the independence of Lithuania, but as a condition of the recognition
demanded that Lithuania should be allied to Germany and should be bound by conven-
tions regarding military, traffic, customs and monetary matters. The recognition of inde-
pendence, translation of which is enclosed, was granted as an offset to the announcements
of the Entente Powers in favour of the right of self-determination and was designed to
show, at the time of the Brest-Litowsk treaty, that Germany also endorsed that principle.
On 9 July 1918, the Taryba offered the crown of Lithuania to Wilhelm Urach!’, Duke of
Wurtembery, but subsequently the offer was withdrawn. During this period, Germany’s
military administration of Lithuania continued to be harsh and as stern as before. On No-
vember 9th, 1918, Herr von Zimmerle' was appointed as General Bevol[l]m[&]chtigte to
rule the country.

THE THIRD PERIOD. Lithuania to be politically independent, but economically to
be dependent on Germany. This period December 1918 - present day - covers the period

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of the German revolution and of Germany’s subsequent recovery. In December the Ger-
man troops retired before the Bolcheviks and abandoned to them large quantities of arms
and ammunition and it looked as if the German Empire would be invaded. The Germans
then turned to the peoples whom they had hitherto oppressed and offered them arms and
money, so that they could raise national force and resist invaders. On December 28th
1918, Germany signed a treaty' with Lithuania granting the later 100 million marks with
which to raise and equip an army. Later Germany agreed to keep an army of 20, 000 men
in Lithuania for the defence of that country and Lithuania agreed to pay the men 4 marks
a. day. Germany, however, quickly recovered from her fear of invasion and regretted
her decision to allow the Lithuanians to arm and she impeded in every way possible the
creation of that army. When French Military mission?® was sent to instruct the army, the
Germans, to show their displeasure, threatened to leave the country and to abandon the
Lithuanians to Bolcheviks. Towards the end of March, the Germans, whose forces had
by the time grown to 30, 000 men, announced that they would not advance beyond the
line running South-West from Bausk as they considered it to be proper line of defence
for Germany against the Bolcheviks. Thus they ignored their obligations under article
XII?' of the armistice and made no effort whatsoever to recover the line held by them at
the time of the signature of the armistice, which is the proper line to which they should
advance.

POLITICAL.

In April, The Lithuanians entered into negotiations with the Germans with a view
to bringing about a settlement of some outstanding questions. After some pourparlers,
the Lithuanians proposed one text and Germans then proposed another. Both texts are
enclosed. The German text is interesting as indicating the present German policy towards
Lithuania. Of special interest is article XVI by which Germany tried to abstain from
the Lithuanian Government an undertaking to abstain from all Lithuanian propaganda

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in Prussia, from all agitation aiming at the detachment of Prussian territories and from
supporting all enterprises having that object. Lithuania was also to bind herself only
to regulate in a friendly way with the German Government all the economic questions
and others which concern Prussian territory. The Lithuanians refused to accept the Ger-
man proposals and finally towards the end of April decided to put forward their claim to
Memel and the mouth of the Niemen. Bearing in mind the long series of efforts which
Germany made to bring Lithuania within its orbit, and seeing in Germany the chief threat
at their independence, Lithuania feels that it is only by having free control of the Niemen
river and by having unimpeded access to the sea, that Lithuania will be able to maintain
her commercial and economic independence. For the timber trade it is a matter of great
importance, as large quantities of timber from Grodno and Vilna are floated down the
stream to Memel where they come under the control of German and Jewish merchants.
There are, about 300, 000 Lithuanians in East Prussia, some of whom have been Ger-
manised, but the majority, especially those in the country, have maintained the use of the
Lithuanian language and customs. They have many national institutions and societies,
the chief of which is the Taryba? and the Lithuanian Assembly of Tilsit*. The Lithu-
anian Movement grew during the war, when so many soldiers from East Prussia were
quartered in Lithuania and mixed with the Lithuanian population. Owing to their fear of
the Germans, the Lithuanian Government have not encouraged the Lithuanian movement
in Prussia. As they have at last decided to put forward officially their claim to Memel,
relations between Germany and Lithuania are likely to become somewhat strained. The
Germans still maintains their efforts, however, to make Lithuania economically depend-
ent and they recently made a fresh offer of a lone of 100 million marks. This would be
paid by Ost money, that is money which can only be exchanged in limited quantities in
Germany for German money, but which has no value in any country outside of Germany.
Thus Lithuania is bound to make all her purchases in Germany. This money has currency,
however, in Lithuania, and it is used for paying the army and the administration. The
Lithuanians will probably be obliged to accept a loan of 50 millions, as the Lithuanian
revenues only amount 1 million a month, while the expenditures is 1 million a day, in-
cluding 68% for army expenses. The Lithuanians accept The German loans all the more
readily, because they expect that Germany will be obliged to pay them a war indemnity
which will cancel the Lithuanian indebtedness. Many merchants and many peasants have

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made money during the war, but the Government maintain that there is no machinery by
which they can raise international loan, especially as 1/3 of the country is under occupa-
tion of the Bolcheviks, and the rest under occupation of the Germans. The Lithuanians
have recently formed 12 savings banks in the villages. The Germans maintained that, as
a necessary condition for a loan, an exchange of goods must take place, the Lithuanians
supplying wood and flax, the Germans, salt, matches and sugar. The Germans would
doubtless endeavour to prevent any export of flax to Great Britain by withholding the
necessary rolling stock. The Germans have also tried to control all shipping on river Nie-
men. They requisitioned and removed to Germany all ships of the river which belonged
to the former Russian Government. Some of these ships were removed after the conclu-
sion of armistice. The German Government then proposed to form a steamship company
which should have the monopoly of the navigation on the Niemen river. The Lithuanian
refused this and appealed to the Entente with a view to obtaining a restitution of these
vessels. In all services requiring a personnel with good technical training, The Lithuani-
ans are obliged to make use of the services of the Germans, as the Lithuanians have not
the same facilities for acquiring a good technical education. If the industries of Lithuania
are developed, this is likely to be done under German influence and already the biggest
factory in Kovno, Tillmanns and Schmidt, iron and steel works is German. For some time
to come, however, Lithuania is likely to remain almost entirely agricultural state as there
are no metals in Lithuania and there is no fuel except turf.

MILITARY.

The German and Lithuanian forces are independent of each other, but both actin com-
mon. The German forces number about 30, 000 in Lithuania and 25, 000 in Latvia, and
they form part of the Ober Kommando Nord*, whose headquarters are at Bartenstein®.

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The Lithuanian army which now numbers about 8000 men is being trained by a
French Military Mission under Colonel Reboul®®. The relations between the Germans and
the Lithuanians are very bad, especially since the Lithuanian Government have untrusted
the formation of their army to French Mission. The Lithuanians accuse the Germans of
treachery and state that there is a local agreement between the Germans and the Bol-
cheviks by which the Bolcheviks have agreed not to attack and to respect a neutral zone
between the two lines. The Lithuanians on several occasions advanced beyond that line,
but were not supported by the Germans and were driven back by superior Bolchevist
forces. Altogether the Germans seem to be playing with Bolchevism as their soldiers
are continually selling them guns, ammunition etc. and at Ko[s]chedary® a regular trade
between German and Bolcheviks, chiefly, Jews, takes place, the Germans offering sac-
charine and cocaine.

GENERAL.

Profound as is the hate of the Lithuanians for the Poles, the whole Lithuanian nation
detest the Germans most bitterly. The hatred, especially of the Jews and the peasants, in
Lithuania for the Germans is so deep that it cannot be eradicated. The peasants will never
forgive the German crimes committed during the long period of occupation, the ruthless
and savage destruction of the forests, the wanton burning of their houses and property;
the harsh brutal requisitions by which 2/3 of the entire live stock and over 250, 000 horses
were sent out of the country and no proper compensation paid; the forced labour which
was so severe that even strong men could not support its hardships; forced loans and
other exactions, especially the forced loan from Vilna; the plundering of bands of savage
German soldiers, these and countless other nefarious misdeeds of the German soldatesca
will remain present in the minds of Lithuanian people, and for many generations the
Germans will figure in the popular imagination as the prototype of the ruthless conqueror
and the cruel tyrant. The German Reichstag Politician was aware of these misdeeds and
the centrum bloc*® intervened several times on behalf of the Lithuanians, but the change

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of Isenburg regime to the Zimmerle regime came too late and Germany will appeal to
Lithuanians in vain for forgiveness. It has been the policy of the Entente to entrust the
defence of Lithuania against the Bolcheviks to these hated tyrants and this policy has
been all the more unfortunate because Germany controls not only the military but also
the civil administration. Beyond sending the French Military Mission, the Entente have
done nothing to help Lithuania to dispense with Germany and thus Germany has the
country still in its power and Lithuania has not yet been able to form a proper army with
which to withstand the attacks of the Bolcheviks. The German civil verwaltung?!' though
nominally in a state of liquidation, is in the charge of the general Bevol[l]m[&]chtigte, von
Zimmerle, who occupies the most imposing palace in Kowno and is the virtual dictator,
although he no longer presides the Ministers Councils as he did when M. Voldemar was
Prime Minister®?. The Telegraphs, land and wireless, the railways, the fiscal buildings, the
customs stations, the control of exports and imports, all these are in German hands and so
far the Lithuanians have only been able to develop the national judicial system, the postal
service and the town and country police. To maintain the fiction that the Lithuanians are
independent, The Germans have established a Legation at Kowno, but the Minister Hr.
Verdi de Viennois* plays a subordinate role and remains in background. The Lithuanians
have struggled manfully to develop their national organization and the present moment
they are fighting the Germans in order to obtain of the control of the customs. The Lithu-
anians, however, have been so long under German domination that they are enable to ap-
preciate the change in conditions brought about by the signature of the armistice and they
cannot obtain full enjoyment of the rights conferred on them by that treaty®*. In order,
therefore, that their rights may be fully protected against unscrupulous German Officials,
I submit that an inter-allied committee consisting of Entente representatives at Kowno
should take over, on behalf of Lithuania, all negotiations with the Germans, regarding the
handing over the of the railways, telegraphs, questions of compensation etc. Otherwise
the Germans will certainly exploit the present weakness of Lithuania. For minor indus-
trial enterprises for technical matters etc., the Lithuanians will require in the future the
assistance of foreign advisers and in the first place they will apply for assistance in these
matters to Entente. Should they be refused, they would then apply to the Scandinavian
countries, and only if they are again refused, will they apply to Germany. The latter,

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however, will always be ready to come to the assistance of Lithuania and as in the past the
Germans have looked upon the country as a natural field for their exploitation, so in the
future after their recovery from the worst effects of the war, German business men, Ger-
man engineers, technicians etc., and German expert farmers will press towards the East
and will successfully put their superior energy and education against that of physically
hardy but intellectually weak Lithuanian, unless the latter receive the active assistance
and support of the Entente.
